In other words, the Rabbi was not satisfied with the 1905 translation for teaching Jewish philosophy and 
principles, so he produced a new translation. We will see how his new translation varies greatly from the 
1905 translation, and how he changed history. From the few quotes below, it will be obvious why the 
1905 translation had to be replaced for teaching the new generation Jewish philosophy and the most 
important principles of Judaism. 
 
By changing key 1905 words, Rabbi Korobkin created a new philosophy and principles to be taught in 
modern Judaism. Comparing the two translations, it is clear that his goal was to: first, create a firm 
connection with the Children of Israel who came out of Israel, and second, to establish an imaginary yet 
clear claim to the land of Palestine.

Name Changes for a Purpose 
 
Changing names was especially important as the B(+40.&,$#-$?%(;&,)> sought to claim Palestine as their 
(#C&4),0, and displace the Palestinians that had been there since the Jewish-Roman war. They had to 
create or invent a new national history in order to sway public opinion, especially Christian opinion. With 
public support obtained by their new and imaginary history, they were able to claim a land that was not 
theirs, and, with Christian Zionist support, treat the Palestinians as "squatters” on their own land. 
 
New names erased the Ashkenazim’s vile Turkish and Arab past, and made them the “legal heirs” to the

The English translations of "(&$=2>).+$used herein are the 1905, and the 2009. If one purchases a hard 
copy, it will probably be the 2009 edition by Rabbi Korobkin, “Newly translated and anointed by N. 
Daniel Korobkin – Second edition.” As we compare the two editions of "(&$=2>).+A the astute reader will 
readily recognize the reason for the Rabbi’s “Newly translated” edition. He needed a new face for 
Judaism. The Rabbi explains that he was looking for a book to teach in his Jewish philosophy class in his 
synagogue that was suitable for beginners. He settled on "(&$=2>).+ for it explained “some of the most 
important principles of Judaism” in an exciting fashion. It uses “a dialogue between a rabbi and a king

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reprinted many times since).… This translation is primarily based on the Hebrew version by Rabbi 
Yehudah ibn Tribbon, written in 1167, less than 30 years after "(&$=2>).+ was written.”'#  
 
Not pleased with the 1905 translation, which had been the primary source for teaching “some of the most 
important principles of Judaism,” he determined to produce his own translation to make "(&$=2>).+$easier 
to read and teach. Thus, Rabbi Korobkin’s 2009 translation could be considered a new textbook to be 
used in teaching those “principles” of Judaism.'$  The date of his translation is important, considering what

Afterwards, the Kuzari called for a wise Muslim, and asked him about his ideas and practices. … The 
Muslim told the Kuzari that the Muslim religion could only be properly understood and practiced "in the 
original Arabic.” The wise Muslim concluded his argument for conversion with “The reward [after death] 
for one who follows Mohammed is the return of the soul to the body, which will dwell in the Garden of 
Eden. Such a person will lack no delight— food, drink, women, and all that his soul desires. But he who 
rebels against Islam will descend to a never-ending fire, and his suffering will last forever.”((  
 
The king understood the trap being laid for him by the "wise Muslim,” and said that because he could not 
read nor understand Arabic, he had no way to prove if he was being told the truth about the Muslim

Both the Christian and the Muslim used as their reference point the Children of Israel's 
miraculous exit from Egypt under Moses. 
 
The 1905 and the 2009 editions read basically the same on this point: 
 
2009: “10. Said the Kuzari: ‘If the miracles experienced by the Children of Israel are the entire proof of 
any believer in the Bible that there is a God in the world, then I see that I have to ask the Jews, for they 
are the descendants of the biblical Children of Israel.’” And so he summoned a Jewish sage, and asked 
him about his faith.("  
 
A New Imaginary & Fake History Manufactured 
 
This next section is lengthy, but necessary to make the point of the effectiveness of changing a word or 
adding a few words. Keep in mind that the rabbi’s purpose of his new 2009 translation was to teach a new, 
better and more effective history of the ?%(;&,)>+$@&'%. It was a new textbook, so by changing just a few 
words, he created a new history for the “Jews” — a much needed history that would support their various 
false claims, especially for a new and fictional (#C&4),05$The amazing influence of Judaism upon the 
church is revealed when one compares the rabbi’s translation of "(&$=2>).+ with the 1905 translation. 
We assume that only a few of our readers will have the time to purchase or download the books for their 
own edification, so we may use an overabundance of quotes from both in order to reveal the heart of 
Judaism. (Emp. added in these quotes.) 
 
Below we seek to point out a few of the important changes in Rabbi Korobkin’s new 2009 textbook, 
changed from the original 1905 Kuzari for teaching "some of the most important principles of Judaism."

11. [1] the Rabbi said to him "We believe in the God of Avraham, Yitzhak, and Yaakov, Who took the 
Jews out of Egypt with great wonders and miracles, Who sustained them in the desert, and Who gave 
them the Land of Canaan as their inheritance after he split both the Red Sea and the Jordan River with 
great miracles. This God sent Moshe to give His Torah, and later [He sent] thousands of prophets 
throughout history who exhorted the populace to follow the Torah, and who taught about the great reward 
for those who observe it and the heavy punishment for those who violate it.(#  
 
1905: 
7&-&.$=2>).+$1:17, "11. The Rabbi replied: I believe in the God of Abraham, Isaac and Israel, who led the 
children of Israel out of Egypt with signs and miracles; who fed them in the desert and gave them the 
land, after having made them traverse the sea and the Jordan in a miraculous way; who sent Moses with 
His law, and subsequently thousands of prophets, who confirmed His law by promises to the observant, 
and threats to the disobedient. Our belief is comprised in the Torah--a very large domain." 
 
Note two changes 
 
First, in the 1905 translation, the rabbi said “Children of Israel.” However, in 2009 Rabbi Korobkin 
changed the Kuzari’s words to “the Jews.” There were no “Jews” in Egypt! And thus, Korobkin created a 
new nation in his text book with just four words: “Children of Israel” changed to “the Jews.”

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Second, he added the words “the Land of Canaan as their inheritance,” making a claim that was not in 
the 1905 translation. 
 
From this point on in his text, Rabbi Korobkin uses the term “Jew” rather than the “Children of Israel” 
as was used in 1905. Again, note the date of the change, 2009. The self-identified Jews had to 
manufacture a connection with Old Testament Israel in order for the Zionists to lay claim and maintain 
that claim on the land of Palestine that Israel possessed under Solomon. Rabbi Korobkin made such a 
connection by changing a few words.

If the Law were binding on us only because God 
created us, the white and the black man would be equal, since He created them all. But the Law was given 
to us because He led us out of Egypt, and remained attached to us, because we are the pick of mankind."
